Make sure that the kickstand is positioned on a flat surface and the kick scooter is stable enough to stand alone
before leaving it.

This electric scooter is a leisure device. However, when entering a public area, it will be considered a means of
transportation and subject to possible safety risks for all means of transportation. Riding in strict accordance with
the instructions in this manual will protect you and others to the greatest extent.

The user should check the limits of use in accordance with the local regulations. Ride the scooter on the roads or
areas permitted by local regulations and laws and park it in the areas permitted. If the local regulations and laws
have different provisions on the maximum speed, the local regulations and laws will prevail.

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Handlebar Button Functions
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Bell Lever: Press to sound the bell.

Light Button: While the scooter is on, press to turn the headlight and taillight on or off.

Turning Light Buttons: Press the button to light up left/right signal, then corresponding signal
and indicator on the dashboard will start blinking, and press the button again to turn it off.
BOOST Button: Press to activate the BOOST function (effective in S mode only), and press again
to exit.

Note: It is recommended only after the rider has mastered basic control.

Power Button/Mode Switching: Press to turn on. Press and hold for 2 seconds to turn off. While
powered on, double press to switch the riding modes.

Accelerator: Press to accelerate (works when the start speed exceeds 3 km/h).

Note: The start speed can be adjusted via the NAVEE App. When the start speed is set below

3 km/h, the scooter will automatically enter Park mode (P) upon powering on. In this mode, the
scooter cannot accelerate, and a "P" icon will appear on the display. To exit Park mode, squeeze
the brake lever or press the power button.
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Left/Right Turning Indicator: When the icon blinks, it indicates that the turning indicator on the left/right side is
turned on.

Headlight: Indicates that the headlight is turned on.

Bluetooth: The Bluetooth icon remains lit when the scooter is successfully connected to your mobile device.

TCS (Traction Control System): When enabled, the TCS function helps prevent excessive tire slippage and improves
overall stability during actions like starting, accelerating, or turning. TCS can be switched on or off via the NAVEE
App.

2-Wheel Drive: Indicates that the 2-wheel drive mode is active. Press and hold the BOOST button for 3 seconds to
turn it on or off, or control it via the NAVEE App.

Battery Level: The battery level is displayed using 5 bars. Each bar represents approximately 20% of a full charge.

Riding Modes: & indicates Walking Mode—maximum speed: 6 km/h. D indicates Standard Mode. S indicates Sport
Mode.

Speedometer: Displays current riding speed. Shows error codes when a fault is detected, and battery level while
charging.

Temperature Warning: The thermometer icon lights up when the battery temperature is too high or too low. Wait
until the temperature returns to a normal range before using or charging the scooter.

Error Indicator: A solid red wrench icon indicates a fault in the system.

BOOST Mode: It indicates that the boost function is activted.

Battery Level of External Battery: It displays the battery level of external battery after it is installed onto the
scooter.

Lock: This icon lights up when the scooter is locked. You can lock or unlock the scooter via the NAVEE App.

9. Maintenance and Care

Cleaning

Before cleaning your scooter:

Turn off the power. Unplug the charging cable. Make sure the charging port cover is fully closed.
To clean:

Wipe the scooter with a soft, damp cloth. For stubborn dirt, use a soft brush (e.g., a toothbrush). Finish by drying all
surfaces with a clean, dry cloth.

Avoid the following:

- Using high-pressure water (this may damage internal components).
- Using corrosive cleaners (they can harm both external and internal parts).

Battery Care

To maximize battery life:

Avoid fully draining the battery. Charge it regularly.

Always keep usage, charging, and storage temperatures within the limits stated in the specifications.

If unused for a long period, charge every 60 days to prevent permanent battery damage. A fully charged scooter can
remain in standby for about 120-180 days.

Battery Warnings:

- Only use the original charger and battery provided with your scooter.

- Never use a battery or charger from another model or brand.

- Do not charge or use the scooter if the battery is damaged or has been exposed to water.
- Do not attempt to remove the battery yourself — it requires professional servicing.

Storage

If storing the scooter long-term:

Fully charge the battery. Power off the scooter. Store in a cool, dry place away from sunlight and humidity.
Use the original packaging for transport if available.

Storage Reminders:

- Keep the scooter away from flammable materials.

- Avoid storing in direct sunlight or very damp environments.

- This product contains a lithium battery. Follow local laws for transportation and storage.
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Environmental Notice
The scooter contains a rechargeable lithium-ion battery pack, and improper disposal of these batteries will cause harm
to the environment.

Do not damage the battery case to avoid any risk of
injuries. Do not use the battery if it is damaged, has a strange odor, emits smoke, or gets overheated. Keep a leaking
battery away from other objects.

3. Recycle the removed battery at a certified battery recycling facility.
